Unit 5:  Comparing & Contrasting Functions
Unit 6:  Describing Data
*Units 1, 2, and part of 3 will be covered during the fall semester and the rest of Unit 3, as well as Units 4, 5, and 6 will be covered during the spring semester.
Textbook:  The textbook is the Holt McDougal Georgia Coordinate Algebra.  If you lose your book or it ends up damaged, you are responsible for replacing it as you will have to turn it in at the end of the school year.  
Materials needed:  You will need a three-ring binder with dividers, notebook paper, graph paper, pencils, colored pencils, erasers, a colored pen, a highlighter, and a calculator.  You must have a calculator.  The recommended calculator is the TI-84 Graphing Calculator, the TI-83 Graphing Calculator or the TI-36X Pro Calculator.  You must bring paper, pencils, and your calculator to class daily.
Class Expectations:  You should be seated and ready to begin class when the bell rings and remain in your 
seat until the bell rings to end class.  Your cell phone should be turned in at the beginning of class each day.  Please make sure it is either on silent or turned off during class.  Your desk should stay clear of all distractions during class.  All assignments should be completed using a pencil.
Homework:  All homework assignments should be done neatly and all work must be shown.
Homework assignments will be graded periodically and will be graded for completion. Always be
prepared to turn in your homework!  It is your responsibility to check your homework for accuracy
during class the day we go over it.  Make corrections during class and ask questions when necessary.
LATE HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENTS WILL BE ACCEPTED FOR A MAX GRADE OF 70%.
Quizzes:  Quizzes will be given periodically to determine your progress on the material being taught.  Learn 

from your mistakes on homework assignments so that you don’t make the same mistakes on Quizzes.
Tests:  We will have many tests throughout the semester.  You are expected to demonstrate proficiency in 
critical thinking on tests so be prepared to see problems that make you think and apply what you have been 
taught.
Final Exam:  There will be a Final Exam given at the end of the semester.  This assessment will be multiple-choice and cumulative over the entire semester.
Attendance and Make-up Policy:  You are expected to attend class daily and be on time.  If you are absent, you have one day for each day of excused absence plus one more day to make up the work.  If you have an unexcused absence you may choose to complete the assignments in order to keep up with the class; however, I am under no obligation to grade the work.  If you are absent on the review day before a test/quiz and return on the day of the test/quiz you will be expected to take the test/quiz as scheduled.  If you are in ISS when a test or quiz is scheduled, you are expected to take the assessment while in ISS.  Grades for any missed assessments will automatically be recorded as a zero until the work is made up.  It is your responsibility to ensure that all work is made up.  I will not remind you.
Tardy Policy:  To avoid being counted tardy, you must be seated and ready for class when the bell rings.  If your belongings are present when the bell rings but YOU are not, then YOU are tardy.  If you receive three or more unexcused tardies then you will receive an administrative referral.
Detention and Make-up Sessions:  The Math Department holds test make up sessions before school on
Tuesdays from 7:15 until 8:10 and after school on Thursdays from 3:35 until 4:30. Be prompt as there is
no extended time.  All make-up tests/quizzes will be there in a folder under “Winston.”  If you are serving
